When reading electronic mail or teleconferencing online, you'll
occasionally see little hieroglyphic designs interspersed within text.
These are called emoticons and are used to express online the emo-
tions of normal voice communication—for example, to indicate that
the “snide” comment you just made was really a joke, intended to
amuse and not offend. Some of the best emoticons are represented
here. You can see that most of them use the same few keyboard
characters in different combinations. They are normally meant to be
viewed from a 90 degree angle, as most are designed sideways. So
tilt your head to the side; you'll see that these are actually little faces.
