The JBL 4748A is largest of the Sound Power Series direct
radiator sub-bass loudspeaker systems. It is designed to
augment the low frequency performance of Sound
Power Series 4750A, 4755A and 4770A full-range systems
in auditoriums and other large venues. Use of the 4748A
sub-bass loudspeaker to handle ultra-low frequencies
enables the companion full-range system to operate
more efficiently and generate greater output level.

The Sound Power Series 4748A is designed to be driven
actively by the JBL 5235 or other external electronic
crossover and amplifier, and will uniformly reproduce
frequencies down to 35 Hz. For sub-bass performance
only, the recommended crossover range is 80 Hz to 150
Hz, but response up to 800 Hz makes the 4748A suitable
for handling low-mids as well.

One JBL 2241H 460 mm (187) low frequency, low
distortion cone driver is the heart of the 4748A. The bass
driver has a steel protective grille in addition to a
removable black nylon front grille.

The 4748A cabinet is constructed from 18 mm (3/4 in)
Finnish birch plywood. For resistance to cabinet
resonances as well as overall strength and durability, it is
heavily braced internally. The large port design prevents
compression effects and vent-induced air noise. The
durable, professional dark gray acid-hardened finish will
survive the scuffs and knocks of life on the road, and
recessed handles are protected from breakage.

Simplicity in set-up is assured by loop-through 8-pin
Neutrik Speakon™ sockets for connection to Sound
Power Series systems. The heavy-duty rear connector
panel features a threaded insert to accept an M12 safety
eyebolt. JBL's special 8-conductor cabling is available as
an option, featuring four different wire gauges for the
four frequency bands.
