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1. Remove cabinet back cover by lifting the
handle up and pulling outward at the top rear
of the cabinet. After the top is disengaged
the back is completely removed by disengag-
ing the hinges at the bottom.

2. Remove two screws that hold chassis to cah-
inet (see chassis layout drawing).

3. With the cahinet front setting upright, the
chassis can be removed by grasping the handle
and sliding the chassis out the back.
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4. The battery can be removed or left on the
e e — Y e = chassis as desired. Care must be exercised
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
