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CAUTION: When soldering, use only a small soldering iron (35
to 50 watts maxinm). Too much heat on the plated wiring may

cause it to become unbonded.
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TO REMOVE CABINET FRONT: Unscrsw the four screws on the bot-
tom of the cabinet. The front panel, including the clock and
chassis,may now be pulled from the back. Because of the power
cord interlock behind the clock, this side will require a
1little more effort than the radio side.

NOTE: The tuning knob on these receivers is captivated on the
cabinet. It is necessary to remove the chassis from the cabi-
net before the tuning knob may be taken off the cabinet.

TO REMOVE THE CHASSIS: Remove the cabinet front and pull off
volume knob. With a 1/4" nut driver, remove the five self
tapping screws holding the chassis to the cabinet front. The
chassis may now be removed from the cabinet front by pulling
it off of the tuning knob.
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
